真题演练一 （2005年）
The Wrist Watch

It is generally believed that wrist watches are an exception to the normal sequence in the evolution of man’s jewelry. Reversing the usual order, they were first worn by women, and then adopted by men. In the old days, queens included wrist watches among their crown jewelry. Later, they were worn by Swiss workers and farmers. Until World War I, Americans associated the watch with fortune hunters. Then army officers discovered that the wrist watch was most practical for active combat. Race car drivers also loved to wear wrist watches, and pilots found them most useful while flying. Soon men dared to wear wrist watches without feeling self-conscious. By 1924, some 30 percent of man’s watches were worn on the wrist. Today, the figure is 90 percent. And they are now worn by both men and women for practical purposes rather than for decoration.

The Internet

第二部分  听力理解概述
真题演练一 （2005年）
SECTION A  CONVERSATIONS
1. 正确答案为D)。当问到学业情况时，约翰逊先生回答说：“My best subject was history, and my second best was geography. However, my favorite subject was math…”，这里提及history，geography和 math，由此可知他不是很擅长art（面试中应极力把自己擅长的学科告之面试官）。材料中的arts subjects应理解成文科。
2. 正确答案为A)。由于他要从事计算机方面的工作，因此约翰逊先生认为“从事计算机方面的工作，逻辑思维能力比数学头脑更重要”（working with computers needs a logical mind rather than great skills in mathematics），因此答案选A。
3. 正确答案为B)。女士说：“So, you would like to write material for computers, would you?” 约翰逊先生给予了肯定：“That’s what interests me most about computers, writing programs.”。可见Mr. Johnson想writing programs，做计算机程序员。
4. 正确答案为A)。女士在对话一开始就介绍了该项调查的目的：“I’m doing some research. It’s for a new magazine for people like you.”，即“是为了一本你这样读者的杂志”。
5. 正确答案为D)。女士问他星期五是否外出，他回答说：“I never go out on Fridays. I stay at home and watch television.”，由此可知答案选D。看见题干就应马上注意听Friday前后出现的信息。
6. 正确答案为B)。女士问他星期六做什么时，他的回答是：“On Saturdays, my wife and I always go sailing together…and then in the evening we go out.”，由此可知两次都提到周六他们夫妇会出门，答案选B。
7. 正确答案为A)。对话的最后女士问道：“What’s your surname?”，男士回答说：“Robertson”。由此可知男子提供的信息是surname。
8. 正确答案为C)。在对话中男士分别提及所需的项目：“we need the following information: the invoice address, …and then the pickup address, …and contact phone number”。当然，发件人的姓名是不可或缺的，故答案选C。
9. 正确答案为B)。男士要求她不要封邮包时解释说：“You need to leave it open so that the driver can check the contents when he collects it. After the recent bombing, the airline said that we have to check all parcels.”由此可知，包裹必须打开的原因是为了方便安全检查，而且还特别提到了最近的爆炸事件。所以选B。
10. 正确答案为A)。女士的最后一个问题是“How long will the parcel take to get to New York?”她问的当然是邮件到达纽约所需的时间，故答案选A。题目中的last inquiry和材料中的last question是同义词。
SECTION B   PASSAGES
11. 正确答案为C)。播音员提醒乘客注意时说：“The train now standing at platform nine is the 10:48 train calling at all stations to Nanjing.”，由此可知，9号站台是去南京的列车。特别注意：火车站的通知有重复的特点，这在后面的题目中也有所体现。此处紧接着通过更正的方式重复了第九站台的火车是去往南京而非济南。
12. 正确答案为B)。由于11:20去郑州的火车晚点15分钟，故11:35分离站的是开往郑州的火车。 I repeat, there will be a 15-minute delay with the Zhengzhou train on Platform 8. It will now leave at 11:35, not 11:20.

13. 正确答案为D)。播音员向乘客致歉并解释原因时说：“We apologize for customers, but due to a signal problem, the 11:28 train to Hangzhou from platform 15 has been cancelled.”由此可知，前往杭州的车次被取消。 
14. 正确答案为B)。第二句话说：“It tells the story of men and women who, through the course of the major events of the last 150 years, have given assistance to victims of war and natural disasters.”，由此可知，该博物馆是为了纪念那些在战争和灾难中曾经帮助过受害者的人。本题关键词是“have given assistance to victims of…”。
15. 正确答案为D)。材料中提到：“He had witnessed the heavy casualties at the Battle of San Marino in Italy four years earlier, at which 40,000 people were killed, wounded, or missing. He had seen the lack of medical services and great suffering of many of the wounded, who simply died from lack of care.”这几句话给出了他提出这一建议的原因。
16. 正确答案为B)。在提及Red Cross时说，“It has no religious significance.”，但是Red Crescent标志是来自于伊斯兰教，因此它有宗教意义。材料中先提到“The symbol of the organization was originally just the Red Cross.”排除C。后又提到：the second symbol, the Red Crescent was adopted for use by national organizations in the Islamic world排除D。后面Both are now official symbols排除A。
17. 正确答案为D)。讲话中先讲拉拉队的起源，接着讲他们的表现，最后总结说：“Cheerleading is a sport in itself.”，拉拉队本身就是一项运动，因此也就具有竞争性。
18. 正确答案为B)。材料中提到“They practice special shouts, dances, and athletic shows.”，由此可以总结出拉拉队要进行各种包括运动在内的表演，故答案选B。
19. 正确答案为A)。材料中中提到“The men throw the women high in the air and catch them. The team members climb on each other’s shoulders to make a human pyramid.” 因此“…they may often suffer serious knee and wrist injuries and bloody noses”。因为这些抛接动作以及金字塔造型都是危险动作，所以他们才容易受伤，故选A。材料和题目中都出现了suffer和injuries等词汇。所以要注意联系。
20. 正确答案为B)。 材料中分别提及选项A、D （The first cheerleader ever was a man. In 1898, Johnny Campbell jumped in front of the crowd），和C（For the next 32 years, cheerleaders were men only.），由此可知答案为B。
SECTION C  NEWS BROADCASTS
21. 正确答案为D)。新闻开头就提到“The bodies of dozens of African immigrants discovered off the Italian coast last week might have been thrown overboard,…”由此可知，答案选D。
22. 正确答案为B)。文中一开始便提到这些人是African immigrants即来自非洲，后面又提到…all believed to come from Somalia…their boat had left Libya由此可以判断这些非法移民来自非洲。
23. 正确答案为B)。由新闻的第一句话“China has set its sight on putting three people into space for a week”是指在太空呆一周，而不是在一周内，故排除A。又提到“The Shenzhou VI is expected to blast off within the next two years”排除C。
24. 正确答案为D)。新闻中分别提到了the skies（Gigantic waves of flame that covered entire neighborhoods and filled the skies over Southern California with ash…提到了空中尽是灰烬），houses和land房屋和土地也被毁（They were reported to have destroyed 800 homes and consumed about 120,000 hectares of land.），因此答案选D。 
25. 正确答案为A)。新闻最后一句说：“Authorities said they were seeking two men in connection with the fires, which they believe were started deliberately.”deliberately意为“故意地”= purposely。
26. 正确答案为C)。由新闻中提及的“France remains the most popular destination, receiving more than 77 million visitors, followed by Spain,…”可知，法国是最受欢迎的旅游目的国，紧随其后的是西班牙，也就是说西班牙位列第二。故选C。
27. 正确答案为B)。由新闻中提及的“By 2020, it will be tops, with predictions of 130 million visitors per year.” 
28. 正确答案为D)。由新闻中提及的“According to a Xinhua report, over 16.6 million Chinese traveled abroad last year, up 37 percent from the previous year.”去年到海外旅游的中国人增加了37%。 
29. 正确答案为C)。新闻首句说：“Around 40 former military officers in Argentina have been arrested for possible extradition to Spain on human rights charges.”也就是说他们会被引渡到西班牙去受审。extradition意为“引渡”，故答案为选项C。 
30.  正确答案为A)。文中先提到on human rights charges即人权问题，又提到suspected of torture or murder所以可以知道这些人面临的是违反人权的指控。故选A。
真题演练二 （2006年）
SECTION A  CONVERSATIONS
1. 正确答案为C)。在回答女士提问“How did you get here?”时，男士回答：“My brother took me to the railway station and I got a bus…”，所以由此得出答案C：火车和公共汽车。
2. 正确答案为A)。女士在验证照片时注意到了男士模样的变化“what happened to your beard and moustache, and you are not wearing glasses, either?”可见glasses，moustache和beard都是男士具备的特征，唯独没有提到short hair。
3. 正确答案为B)。女士在回答男士what time is that的时候顺便说了会议地点：“Half past five in the Common Room on the …”可以得出会议地点在the Common Room。
4. 正确答案为D)。 Steve在谈话中提到：“I was thinking of going to the university library to do a bit of study.”居中的was thinking of意思就是originally plan to do。
5. 正确答案为B)。Maggie本打算去海边的公园散步，Steve指出It’s too cold. 由此改为去看一部新上映的影片。可见最后决定去看电影是因为天气不适合外出散步。
6. 正确答案为D)。在回答Steve提出的问题“Where are we going to meet?”时，Maggie回答说：“It would be easier if we met at the cinema.” 可见两人是约在电影院见面。
7. 正确答案为C)。女士问：“Is it on the market yet?”男士回答说No，可见还没上市。接着又说到its color and the image is moving。谈到价格时说到costs several thousand pounds可见the new device价格不菲。所以选C。
8. 正确答案为C)。 A、B与对话内容不一致。对话中谈论新电话的价格发生在Bill说：“Mind you and I’m not sure I want one, would you?”之后，而且是女士首先肯定价格贵，所以排除D。只有C是答案，对话中Bill提到：“But the company has made other models to try out on business.”对话末尾也谈到商业机构需要这样的联系工具。
9. 正确答案为B)。对话中在论及杂志的读者群时，女士说：“It’s for real scientists or can ordinary people like me understand it?”男士回答：“Oh, it’s for anyone really.”可见女士对杂志的读者群不了解，所以选B。 谈话开始女士也说：“But I never actually read it myself.” 所以排除A。对话中女士也就新产品询问了许多信息，可见她quite interested in the new device，排除C。结尾女士回答：“Yes, I suppose so.”可见两人达成一致看法。排除D。
10. 正确答案为A)。谈话由杂志引起,展开了对一种新型电话各方面的讨论，所以选A。 

SECTION B   PASSAGES
11. 正确答案为D)。in the old days和材料中的once upon a time同义。材料中说到：used dogs for hunting other animals, for driving sheep and guarding chickens，D选项是现在的作用。
12. 正确答案为A)。材料中指出：Now people do not have to use a dog, but they keep it as a friend, just like a member of the family. 所以答案为A。在对比狗过去和现在的作用时，可见狗的作用发生了变化，所以排除B和C。 然后谈到养狗的人群时，child、young wife、old people都提到了，排除D。 

13. 正确答案为D)。整个材料主要围绕狗在过去和现在的作用及变化展开的，也就是围绕着养狗的原因展开的。 
14. 正确答案为B)。材料中说到no machinery，no electricity，no photocopies可见那里的工作条件很差。
15. 正确答案为D)。材料中提到the difficulty of preparing for the next day’s lessons in poor light和living with two or three other volunteer teachers. 可见说话者也是一个教师志愿者，职责工作当然是教学。
16. 正确答案为A)。文中说到：I’ll have to get used to not having the variety of different foods that you have here like twenty different varieties of breakfast serial. 可见当地食物种类少，从水井里打水，没有电而使用油灯，洗衣服的方式也有所不同。所以选A。
17. 正确答案为C)。听力结尾提到：There will be sorts of big differences like that, but I’ll have to get used to when I arrive there. 可以看出说话者明知新工作地点条件恶劣，但是已经下定决心去习惯当地的生活。
18. 正确答案为B)。材料中先提到了the age group between six and ten之后又说this is the age group when children are first to expected to study hard。所以选B。
19. 正确答案为A)。在讲述虐待孩子的家庭一般都会有一些问题的时候，先后提到了marriage problems，financial problems，emotional problems就是没有提到religious problems。
20. 正确答案为C)。听力材料中提到男孩子挨打多，是因为once again parental expectations are high, and boys tend to be more energetic and difficult to control than girls. 由high和more energetic排除A和B。 接着又提到The only difference that exists between them is that they lack skills in the establishing good relationships with their children. 有些家长缺乏和孩子建立良好关系的技巧，所以C正确。D选项的ill-educated未接受良好教育的，材料中并没有体现。
SECTION C  NEWS BROADCASTS

21. 正确答案为D)。首句American coast guard officials in Florida say they have returned to Cuba a group of would-be migrants…其中return与D选项中的send back同义。
22. 正确答案为B)。新闻中先后两次提到来自古巴的非法移民偷渡时使用的工具：in an unusual vessel—a floating truck与a 1951 shabby truck.

23. 正确答案为D)。新闻中对安装了空气质量监控系统的城市进行介绍：More than 220 cities now have air quality monitoring systems and 42 others will have systems in place by the end of this year. 所以年底将有220+42=262个城市安装了空气质量监控系统。
24. 正确答案为B)。新闻首句就对两起事故进行了总的概述：Storms sank two river ferries in southern Bangladesh on Sunday and some 90 passengers were reported missing while at least another 68 died. 得知报告的失踪人数为90。
25. 正确答案为A)。新闻的内容是：周日风暴造成两艘渡船在同一河流上沉没。所以排除B和C。两艘渡轮中获救的人数分别是50和6，排除D。所以选A。
26. 正确答案为C)。首句：The Indonesian government has given official approval for an Australian consulate in Dili. 与C选项同义。新闻广播的一大特点就是首句介绍其主要内容。East Timor东帝汶。Dili帝力。 
27. 正确答案为A)。新闻开头就给出了进行合资的两家企业的名称：PepsiCo of the US and Unilever of the UK。 
28. 正确答案为C)。对于两家公司的责任分配。PepsiCo is contributing its bottling facilities and distribution networks to the alliance while Unilever provides the famous tea brand and recipe. 得知：PepsiCo提供装瓶设备和销售网络，而Unilever提供品牌和配方。PepsiCo百事公司，Unilever联合利华，Lipton立顿，Master Kong康师傅，Uni-president统一，Nestle雀巢公司，Jianlibao健力宝公司，Coca Cola可口可乐公司。
29. 正确答案为B)。新闻开头就指出了抗议活动的发起方：The Israeli peace camp。
30. 
正确答案为D)。首句也提到了参加抗议活动的人数及原因：…with more than 100,000 people protesting on Saturday and demanding the country leave Gaza. 所以排除 B和C。 从新闻最后得知13名战士遇害是事实，排除A。而总理Sharon赞成撤退计划。所以答案是D。

SECTION A  CONVERSATIONS
1. 正确答案为B)。接受采访的学生一开始便提到怀念春节的一些传统如having a big dinner with family on New Year’s Eve, making dumplings, and watching the New Year Gala on CCTV，唯独没有提到网聊。
2. 正确答案为C)。学生在回答是否因春节想家而不能自已时提到身在异国也能营造节日氛围并顺其自然地度过新年，随后强调这些独特的经历（unique experience）<注意应理解为复数概念> 都是留学生引以为豪的事情。
3. 正确答案为A)。学生在最后提到的迎春活动中B、C、D内容均已包括，但A的内容没有提及。
4. 正确答案为D)。 Brian开始便问到Paul是否正忙于博士论文（working on a dissertation for a Ph.D.），并得到肯定答复。由此可知Paul毕业时可能取得博士学位。
5. 正确答案为C)。Paul反复提到他的专业是Buddhist studies, or Buddhist philosophy，自然同Buddhism有关。
6. 正确答案为A)。Paul提到泰国这所寺庙闻名遐迩，其善举包括帮助吸毒者戒毒（help addicts recover）。
7. 正确答案为C)。Brian在最后感慨地说佛教的实质就是帮助人们生活得更好，尤其是鉴于吸毒已成为许多国家的一大顽疾。故可推理出选项C，“没有吸毒，生活更好”。
8. 正确答案为B)。该女士尽管提到所有地名，但只明确说出在墨尔本的Baker Heart Research Institute工作过一年。
9. 正确答案为D)。该女士工作一年之后想休息一下（wanted to have a break），于是便游遍西欧（traveled throughout western Europe）。
10. 正确答案为A)。该女士提到自己到了芬兰赫尔辛基，然后在那儿取得了博士学位（I did my Ph.D. there）。
SECTION B   PASSAGES
11. 正确答案为D)。 根据首段倒数第二句“吸收的太阳能量影响温度”（The amount of energy absorbed affects temperature），故选D。
12. 正确答案为C)。第二段提到太阳能量的“进与出”平均相同，即意味着地球太阳能是量入为出的（the earth’s energy budget is balanced），故选C。
13. 正确答案为B)。第二段解释说地球对太阳能的吸收大于反射时便会升温，反之则降温。
14. 正确答案为A)。第二段Rebecca描述酒驾车祸致其未婚夫死亡和她本人重伤。之后她便加入了MADD（That’s when she joined MADD）。
15. 正确答案为D)。第二段提到加州对酒驾的执法不严直到“反酒驾母亲组织”开始改变社会对酒驾的认识（MADD set out to change society’s perception of the drunk driver），并强调酒驾不仅仅是交通事故，还是一种暴利犯罪行为。据此可推断社会对酒驾的危害不够重视。
16. 正确答案为A)。第四、第五两段叙述了加州酒驾致死率下降的三个原因，即B、C、D的内容，而A项内容“试图逮捕酒驾司机的‘反酒驾母亲组织’”既没提到，也有悖常识。
17. 正确答案为C)。文章倒数第二句“加州五十分之一的司机认识因酒驾致死的人”（And one in fifty Californian drivers know someone killed by a drunk driver），故选C。
18. 正确答案为B)。第一段对A、C、D选项的内容均有描述（You may enjoy using it to do research for a school project, downloading your favorite songs or communicating with friends and family.），B选“全日制教育”没有提及。
19. 正确答案为C)。此项为第一段最后一句中的原话“谁都可以在网上任意发布信息”（But since anyone can put anything on the Internet），告诫上网须谨慎小心。
20. 正确答案为D)。第二段提到网上交流如将个人信息，即使是名字透露给陌生人（You should never give out any personal information to someone you don't know, not even your name!），都会有潜在危险。
SECTION C  NEWS BROADCASTS
21. 正确答案为D)。第二段描述里根夫人南希献花圈时，罗纳德·里根号航母上起飞的战斗机正从头顶上飞过（as fighter jets from the aircraft carrier USS Ronald Reagan flew overhead）。
22. 正确答案为B)。为纪念前总统里根诞辰一百周年，第三段提到奥巴马总统在《今日美国》上发表评论即C项，倒数第二句分别提到论文竞赛和放电影，即A、D项。游行活动即B项并没提及。
23. 正确答案为A)。新闻第三句提到星期日缴获的这艘母船是海盗六个月前劫持的一艘泰国籍渔船（the mother ship, which was captured early Sunday, was a Thai fishing vessel that had been seized about six months ago）。
24. 正确答案为D)。新闻第四句报道海盗与军舰短暂交火之后便举白旗投降了（After a brief battle, officials say, the pirates hoisted a white flag and surrendered.）。
25. 正确答案为C)。新闻第二句即提到反对派在如何结束穆巴拉克近30年的统治问题上产生分歧（the opposition is divided over how to bring about an end to President Hosni Mubarak’s nearly 30-year rule.）。
26. 正确答案为A)。新闻最后一句中分别提到一揽子让步方案所涉及的B，C，D选项内容，即新闻自由、释放被拘留的抗议者及取消紧急状态法规（a package of concessions that include freedom of the press, the release of detained protesters and the eventual lifting of emergency laws）。A项“总统辞职”没有提及。
27. 正确答案为D)。新闻中在报道31名朝鲜人越过朝韩边境时分别用了“海上边界”（maritime border），“漂越”（drifted across），“船民”（boat people）等词，可见是乘船越境。
28. 正确答案为C)。新闻第二句提到联邦调查人员正在调查黑客入侵动机可能包括经济获益、盗取商业秘密及破坏证券市场（federal investigators are looking into possible motives, including financial gain, theft of trade secrets and an attempt to damage the exchange）。选项C，“寻开心”并未提及。
29. 正确答案为D)。新闻中明确提到埃及分别向四国一盟即美、英、法、德和欧盟提出了请求。
30. 正确答案为A)。新闻第一句便提到被赶下台的穆巴拉克总统政府（ousted President Hosni Mubarak’s government）。

SECTION A  CONVERSATIONS
1. 正确答案为D)。对话开头便提到一日三餐吃鱼和薯片，海上共漂浮了七日，三七二十一，故选D。

2. 正确答案为B)。Edgar久唤同伴John不醒才发现他已昏迷（He has passed out.）。
3. 正确答案为C)。当Edgar质问为什么要搜查他们这些遇难者时，警察答复说他们得到过有关该船的情报(We have had some information about this boat.)，即把该船及船员列为嫌疑对象。
4. 正确答案为D)。Fred惊讶道，“怎么又病了！上个月还有上上个月就已经感冒过嘛。”（Not again! You had a cold last month, and the month before that, too.），故托尼三个月里都患过感冒。
5. 正确答案为C)。Fred解释说中医也许对这种感冒不一定有多大疗效，但却能增强体质和抵抗力（it might not make a difference with this cold, but it can make your whole body stronger so you won’t catch so many colds.）。
6. 正确答案为A)。中医用的是天然药材（自然不是化学品）、副作用小、药效来的慢，这些在对话中都被视为其长处。选项A“便于制作”没提及。
7. 正确答案为B)。Fred安慰怕打针的Tony，说大夫只是给他把把脉，看看他的舌苔而已（The doctor will just feel your pulse and check the color of your tongue.）。把脉即检查心跳频率。
8. 正确答案为C)。对话开始Dick就抱怨其公寓噪音太大、光线太暗、边上的车辆太多。（This apartment is too noisy and too dark. There are so many cars going by, …）
9. 正确答案为A)。Dick明确表示自己在家喜欢独处（I really like my privacy.），同时也提到学中文需要安静，睡觉也需要宁静。选项D错在仅仅提到睡眠问题。
10. 正确答案为B)。Dick对新公寓的要求涉及靠近地铁、租金不超过1500元及房间朝南等（I’d also like an apartment near the subway. I really can’t pay more than 1500 yuan a month.

15. 正确答案为C)。原话提到女中学生在使用计算机时缺少信心（They are less sure when using computers.）说明应选C。注意本题问的是调查表明女中学生使用计算机时缺少什么。选项A错在“能力较低”只是女生们的自我感觉，而不是调查的结果。
16. 正确答案为A)。文中解释女生不像男生，使用时生怕弄坏计算机（girls are afraid they might break it somehow.）。据此可推断计算机在女生手里将寿命更长。
17. 正确答案为D)。文章最后两句指出（男生与女生）在计算机技术方面的差距必须消除，否则将影响女生将来的就业机会（the technology gap must be closed. Otherwise women will not have a fair chance in the job market in the 21st century.）。

24. 正确答案为D)。倒数第二段提到美国当局要求立即释放享有外交豁免权的戴维斯（U.S. authorities say they… have called for Davis’s immediate release due to his diplomatic immunity.）。
25. 正确答案为C)。新闻开始便提到泰柬两国因领土要求发生边境炮击冲突导致村民逃离家园（Villagers living near territory claimed by both Thailand and Cambodia have fled their homes to escape a new outbreak of cross-border shelling.）。
26. 正确答案为B)。新闻只报道柬埔寨首相洪森诉诸联合国安理会以求解决争端（Cambodian Prime Minister Hun Sen appealed to the United Nations Security Council to stop what he called “repeated acts of aggression” by Thai armed forces.）。
27. 正确答案为D)。新闻提到伊朗国有新闻电视报道了被告律师递交诉讼一事（Iran’s state-run Press TV reports Sunday that the lawyer for the three submitted pleas of not guilty to charges of illegal entry and espionage.）。
28. 正确答案为B)。罗伯特车组在声明中说到罗伯特是靠消防员从赛车中拽出来的（In a statement, his Lotus Renault team said Kubica had to be extracted from the car by firemen）。

4. 正确答案为A)。Simon首先就说每天上网所做的事情是查邮件、看新闻和与家人及朋友聊天（I check my email, read the news, chat with family and friends all around the world.），并未提到网上玩游戏之类。
5. 正确答案为C)。Simon解释他是拨163或96600登录上网的，所以计费直接同电话捆绑在一起（I just dial 163 or 96600 to log on, and I get billed directly to my telephone account.），这就意味着电话费增加。
6. 正确答案为B)。Simon半开玩笑地对Blair说“等我像你一样有钱时也会装高速网络连接的（I’m going to get a high-speed connection too, just as soon as I’m as rich as you!），由此可见高速网络连接费用更大。

15. 正确答案为A)。医生本人作证说自己履行了止痛管理条例（Dr. Chin testified that he followed the established pain management rules.），紧接着，医生的辩护律师说该医生遵守了医疗标准（I think that the doctor complied with the standard of care），可见医生和律师用词虽然不同，但表述的意思相同。

正确答案为A)。本题主要测试benefit和profit两词及其形容词含义及用法。benefit from表示“得益于……”，其后为提供益处的事物，而且该词不限于经济上的好处；be beneficial to表示“对……有益”，后接受益者；profit作及物动词时表示“有益于”，作不及物动词时常和by、from搭配，表示“从……获益”，一般不和with搭配；而profitable意为“有利可图的”、“有用的”，一般做前置修饰语。

84．
正确答案为B)。第四段“I wandered reluctantly among...”可知作者当时的态度。第四段首句中的peevish一词可知答案。

正确答案为C)。答案在第六段。首句…but the experience was quite different from watching TV. There were images forming in my mind instead of before my eyes知道A和B揭示了作者后来喜欢读书的另一个原因. 末句的意思是“我可以再翻看前面的内容”而不是C选项所说的：“我可以回图书馆再去看那本书。”所以C选项不是作者喜欢上读书的原因。

C。说话人首句对来访者表示欢迎就提到new museum of industrial and rural life。第二句指出该博物馆展示的内容：该地区工农业的历史记录，C与原文符合，故为正确答案。原文不涉及技术发展，排除A，这里没有提到国家，故排除B和D。

15.  
A。在文章中间部分，说话人提到该地区从农业转向工业繁荣的原因：通往全国其他地区的交通便捷。之后具体提到communications的句子，如Roman Road，Portsmouth Street，canals，railways，只有A未提及。

16.  
D。倒数第三句提到所有展品从地方收集而来，排除A。倒数第二句指出许多地方展品展现了工作场景，例如展示印刷匠或皮匠的工作室，D与之符合，故为正确答案。文章未提到B和C。

17.  
B。本文开篇是Good morning, ladies and gentlemen，这是一个典型的问候语，可直接排除C和D。之后谈话人说，欢迎你们到工业农业展览馆新馆，之后又介绍了展品的内容等，可见这是一个对该展览馆的介绍，谈话人很可能是该博物馆的讲解员，故选B。

18.  
D。开篇指出谈话主题：safety in dormitory and personal security。第二段介绍如何保证宿舍安全：门上双道锁，出去时关上所有窗户；住在一层的人要注意在出门时或夜间锁上窗户；如果屋里有贵重物品，要给它们上保险。前三项均不全面，只有D可以概括该段内容，故为正确答案。

19.  
B。第二段介绍如何保证人身安全，给女学生的建议是：避免工作到很晚；避免走在黑暗的街道上；如果知道自己将工作到很晚的话，要保证有足够的钱打车回家，或者安排晚上和朋友们呆在一起。可见B是所提内容。A未提及，C不确切，D过于绝对。

20. 
A。文章最后一句的建议中提到a few self-defense sessions，这是指前一句中提到的self-defense classes，故A为正确答案，其他三项都是前面提到的内容，不是最后一条建议。

SECTION C  NEWS BROADCASTS

21.  
D。新闻首句提到泰国新年庆典活动被暴力破坏了，午夜时分，有9枚炸弹在曼谷爆炸。下一句及后面均提到bombings and explosions，可见D正确。虽然中间提到shootings，但不是说新年庆典活动时发生的，而是“泰国最南部的三个省每天都上演爆炸、枪击事件”，与庆典事件无关，排除C。其他两项未提及。

22.  
A。新闻后半部分指出泰国南部三省的居民大多信仰伊斯兰教，抱怨在这个以佛教为主的国家里遭到忽视和歧视，这导致他们要求独立，建立独立的伊斯兰国家，故A正确。其他三项符合对话内容，但都不是暴力频发的原因。

23.  
C。新闻开头就提到布什政府在规划新的伊拉克石油政策，该项法规让伊拉克中央政府有权根据各省各地区的人口数量分配目前和未来的石油收益，C符合新闻内容。新闻中提到了伊拉克安全问题，但这是合理分配石油收益将带来的结果，而不是法规本身的内容，排除D，A和B与新闻内容矛盾。

B。新闻最后提到美国政府增派军队，同时公布重建计划。指出花费10亿美元搞重建的目的是帮助提供就业岗位，推动伊拉克经济发展，B符合新闻内容。这里没有提到修建房屋，排除A。新闻最后提到repairing schools，但并不是指帮助儿童上学，排除C。最后一句提到鼓励伊拉克年轻人参与国家重建，不是帮助他们受教育，故排除D。

25.  
A。新闻开始明确提到联盟委员会寻求合作的领域：industry, trade, investment, science and technology，四个选项中只有A未提及，故为正确答案。

26. 
D。新闻首句指出联盟委员会将寻求埃及和西班牙两国在工业、贸易、投资和科学技术领域的进一步合作。之后提到双方将探讨在九月份开会时讨论成立a joint business council一事，最后指出该联合商业委员会成立的目的。由此可以判断a joint committee是已经存在的了，A非新闻主旨。新闻的主要内容是有关a joint business council的事，D符合新闻内容，故为正确答案。B虽然提到贸易领域，但范围trade volume（贸易量）是新闻最后提到的细节，非主旨内容，故排除。

27. 
C。新闻开头指出日本十几岁的女生在过去20年变得越来越暴力了，C选项符合新闻内容，排除B。新闻最后提到日本男性对他人的侵害在转向原来与女性相关联的方面，例如通过不让别人参与谈话来侮辱他们，这里没有比较男性和女性谁更暴力，故排除A和D。

28. 
B。新闻开头指出津巴布韦人在选举的最后一天蜂拥至投票站，可见他们热衷投票，故B正确。A和C与新闻中的swarm，与hundreds of voters矛盾，故排除。新闻最后提到一共要选举120个席位，Mugabe委任了其他30位立法者，这样他和他所在的政党就已经具有了优势，这里没提到人们对Mugabe信任，排除D。

29. 
B。新闻开头提到印度电信工人的罢工事件，然后指出两个原因：反对将部门改成公司的计划；反对最近任命一位非技术官员为部门领导，因此B正确。

30. 
D。新闻最后指出：银行、大公司和长途电话用户都受到此次罢工事件的影响，只有D未提及，故为正确答案。

PART III   CLOZE
31. 
C。句意：盐作为钱大概看起来很奇怪。substance强调的是一种“物质”；object是“物体”，强调用视觉或触觉可以感觉到的东西；article是“物品、商品”；category是“种类、类别”。从首句中提到的salt，shells，metals是被当作钱来使用的不同类别的东西，强调是不同类别而非感觉上的东西，故用substance。

32.  
A。本句最后出现了necessity，这与前面的seem rather a strange substance构成对照，显然这两部分之间应该是转折关系，故用but。and表示并列关系，so表示因果，even表示递进关系，此处逻辑关系不符。句意：但是在食物以蔬菜为主的国家，它绝对是一个必需品。

33.  
D。absolute意为“绝对的”，absolute necessity意为“绝对必要”，强调必要性。abstract意为“抽象的”，advantageous意为“有利的”，abundant意为“丰富的，大量的”，均不能与necessity搭配。

34.  
B。四个选项分别表示：重量、价值、作用、大小。从句意判断，这里说的是如何制作钱。在钱上打上烙印当然是为了区别它的价值，因此value最符合语境。句意：这些盐块被打上烙印来表示它们的价值。

35.  
A。recent times通常作为搭配，意为“最近”。由until可知，后面出现的是一个表时间的词，因此recent times符合语境，其他三个选项均不能表示时间。句意：直到最近一些国家还把用盐做成的盐块作为钱使用。

36.  
C。前一句说到“直到最近一些国家还把用盐做成的盐块作为钱使用”，本句紧接着提到“用盐做的盐块在婆罗洲和非洲的部分地区可以买东西”，这说明“盐做成的盐块作为钱使用”的情况未变，故选still。even和also均表示递进关系，never表示否定，与语境不符。

37.  
C。本句后面都是用过去时，大意是“这些贝壳主要来自……，然后被贩卖到印度和中国”。would表示过去常常。句意：海里的贝壳在东半球大部分地区的某段时间，常常被用来当作钱使用。

38.  
D。another是相对于some的“另一个（些）”，显然两者之间是选择关系，即“在某个时间或另一个时间”。句意：海里的贝壳在东半球大部分地区的某个时间或另一个时间被当作钱来使用。

39.  
A。根据常识可以知道：在海边就可以捡到贝壳，数量积攒多了，就可以贩卖，制成钱币使用，collect在此符合题意。

40. 
D。本句中的地点状语为in Africa，非洲是七大洲之一，那么从东至西穿过的自然是continent。句意：在非洲，贝壳被从东非贩卖到西非。

41.  
C。从前面内容可知，这里介绍的是早期的三种钱币形式，显然这些都是在coin（硬币）之前的货币形式。precede意为“在…之前”，process意为“加工，处理，前进”，proceed意为“着手开始，继续进行”，produce意为“制造”。句意：由重量决定价值的金属先于世界上许多国家的硬币出现得更早。

42.  
B。关键词是“still”，该词表示“金属仍然作为货币在使用”，那么自然就不需要使用纸币了，所以两者是二选一的关系，instead of表示“替代”，符合语境。in spite of意为“不管，不顾”，along with意为“随同……一起”，in line with意为“符合，和……一致”。句意：做成小方块的、棍状的、环状的铁在许多国家仍代替钱在使用。

43.  
D。goods是前面be exchanged的目的，故选择for表示目的。钱币是用来换取货物的，不是作为货品交换的。句意：它可以换成货物，也可以做成工具、武器或装饰品。

44.  
A。本句解释中国早期货币“铜钱”的样子，正是圆心有孔的，因此选often。句意：中国最早的钱除了贝壳就是铜，铜通常被做成中间有一个洞的平的圆片。

45.  
B。本句话后面出现了the earliest coins of the eastern Mediterranean，显然这里是将中国最早的钱币和东地中海最早的钱币进行对比，是平行结构，故选earliest。句意：这些最早的钱是在3000年到4000年前出现的——早于东地中海最早的钱币。

46.  
A。现在人们使用coins和notes，不再使用原来那些钱币了，即取代了原先的货币形式。replace意为“取代”，reproduce意为“再现，复制”，reflect意为“反映”，recover意为“恢复，复原”，故选replace。句意：硬币和纸币还是取代了那些别致的钱。

47.  
D。前面提到的salt，shells和metals是几种不同的早期货币，它们以不同的形式出现，但功能相同，因此这里用forms of money符合文意。

48.  
B。从末句中的still keep it for future use和will soon be found only in museum可以看出，这两部分之间存在让步关系，表示这些早期的货币形式将彻底从人们的生活中消失。两者之间无因果关系，也不是假设关系，更没有对比转折关系。句意：尽管在一两个比较偏远的国家，有些人仍贮藏着那些别致的钱用于以后的一些礼仪场合，比如婚礼和葬礼。

C。ceremonial occasion意为“礼仪场合，正式场合”，这从后面的weddings和funerals可以看出，故选C。gathering表示“集会”，但ceremonial不与它搭配。assembly表示“集会”，event表示“活动”。

50. 
B。primitive意为“原始的”。从前文可以看出，这里谈论的是早期的货币形式，因此是原始的货币形式，故选Ｂ。original意为“最初的”，是指第一个出现的意思，不符题意。historical意为“历史的”，crude意为“粗糙的”，通常指质量不好。句意“原始货币很快只能在博物馆里看到了。

D。考查虚拟语气。从句部分是对过去的虚拟，省略了if，因此出现倒装，但主句部分出现了明显的时间标志词now，可见是对现在的虚拟，故应该是would/could/should/might do的形式，且get为瞬间动词，不用进行时，故选D。句意：如果朱迪数学考试时更认真一些，她现在成绩就会好多了。

53.  
D。这是专四考试频考的知识点了：A is to B what C is to D，由what引导的方式状语从句。句意：9相对于3等同于3相对于1。

54.  
C。这也是专四考试频考的知识点之一：in that引导原因状语从句。for that不能引导从句，A和D都引导定语从句。句意：人之所以有别于动物在于他们能思考，会说话。

55.  
B。考查由much as引导的让步状语从句，意为“尽管”=although。而as much意为“同样地，这样地”。A和D不是固定搭配。句意：尽管他想周末和朋友出去，却不得不留下完成作业。

A。考查时间状语从句。四个选项都可以引导定语从句，但这里没有后面从句修饰的先行词，故出现的不是定语从句。从两部分之间的关系来看，后面部分提到了时间段，因此填入when，成为时间状语从句。句意：去年我去巴黎拜访朋友时玩得非常开心。

D。本题是今年专四试卷中出现的新题型，对英语专业同学的语法知识提出了一个更高的要求。考查的是限定词位置的用法。英语中的限定词可分为前位限定词、中位限定词和后位限定词，一个名词前的限定词只能按照前位、中位、后位的顺序出现，其中两个前位或两个中位词不能同时出现在同一个名词前。many是后位限定词，而his是中位限定词，与限定词排序规则有悖，故D为答案。A选项中all是前位，his是中位，符合规则；B中half是前位，his是中位限定词；C中her是中位，few是后位限定词。

C。考查的是反义疑问句。复合句的反义疑问句应反问主句部分，本句主句是否定祈使句don’t forget to…，故祈使部分用will you。句意：你读完那本书后，别忘了把它放回我的书桌上，好吗？

A。本题属于“句意理解题”，也是伴随着57题，作为08专四的新题型，着实让考生出乎意料。本题关键在于分析句中的wisely是修饰refused的，还是修饰refused to spend his money的，可以直接修饰refuse的副词有很多，如firmly，flatly，gracefully，politely等，但是当refuse后接动词不定式短语的时候，副词修饰的就是refuse to do这个动宾结构了。如：resolutely refuse to answer坚决拒绝回答。可见题干中句子的含义是：他明智地拒绝花钱（这件事情），这表示他拒绝花钱这件事是很明智的，故选A。

A。as…as one can表示“尽可能地”。A和B的区别就在于主语不同，B是they could be的省略形式，因为主句中出现的动词是stood，不是be动词，因此该选项中的动词与前面不符；it could be表示的意思是“在可能的情况下”，it指代前面提到的内容。句意：他们站在那儿尽可能地随意聊天。

A。对Who told the news to the teacher的标准回答是Jim did，即Jim did it的省略句。此外，还可以用其他代词指代问句中出现的内容，so和that都可以指代前文中提到的内容，而this通常用于指代下文内容。

C。句中is后为表语从句，该从句中缺少主语，that引导名词性从句时不作成分，where为地点状语，which引导非限制性定语从句，故这里选what（作双重身份：表语从句引导词和表语从句中的主语）。
63.  
D。本题考查一般现在时的用法。在书报的标题、球赛现场报导、小说著作等的介绍中，常用一般现在时。如：The Bible says love of money is the root of all evil. 

64. 
A。考查倍数表达法。本题考查的就是倍数表达法中较为常见的一种：主语+谓语+倍数+the size/amount/length/width/depth/weight等抽象名词+of…：The earth is 49 times the size of the moon. 其他几种常见的倍数表达法有：主语+谓语+倍数+as+adj./adv.+as；主语+谓语+倍数+ adj./adv.比较级+than。
65. 
B。考查情态动词的用法。must作为情态动词除了表示命令、必须等意思之外，还有表示肯定推测，可能会怎么样的意思。A：你必须离开；C：你必须8点前到这儿；D：你必须按时完成阅读作业。如上三个意思均为“肯定、必须”。B：你一定感到很累了。表示肯定的判断，表示可能性，故选B。

66. 
D。at sea是固定搭配，表示“茫然，不知所措”。句意：他开始上大学时对自己所学的经济学专业确实感到很茫然。

67. 
C。同一词根衍生出来的形容词辨析。considerate意为“考虑他人的，体恤别人的，考虑周详的”=thoughtful；considerable意为“相当的，可观的，数目庞大的”；considered和considering分别是动词consider的过去分词和现在分词，不符语境，不做形容词，故排除。句意：在路上，开车者应该注意并考虑到骑车的人。

68. 
A。at home意为“舒适，无拘束”；at most意为“最多，不超过”；at heart意为“在内心里，在本质上”；at house不是固定搭配。句意：萨莉有点儿害羞，但是老师发现她在和别人讨论一部新电影时非常从容。

69.  
D。capitalize on是固定搭配，意为“利用”；句意：该公司利用了商业竞争者的判断失误。

70. 
B。repeat：重复；remake：重新制作；reapply：重新申请；revise：修改。根据常识考试不及格需要重修课程。句意：蒂姆这学期三门课考试不及格，因此他下学期不得不重修。

71.  
A。come in handy意为“迟早会有用，派上用场”；其他几个词与come in无搭配。句意：留着这本参考书，哪天可能会派上用场。

72.  
C。beyond意为“为……所不能及，多于，超出”，其他介词无此义项。句意：一般人实在无法理解这个讲话者提出的问题。
73. 
D。tool既可指抽象意义上的工具，也可以指实物。instrument特指专业人员如医生和牙医使用的要求极高精度的仪器，如听诊器或超声波钻等；此处指学习工具，故选tool。design意为“设计”，agency意为“代理”，均不符合题意。句意：这个学校的老师受到鼓励，将戏剧用作学习工具。

D。accordingly意为“相应地，因此”；sensitively意为“敏感地”；imaginatively意为“想象上地”；efficiently意为“有效率地”。句意：首先我们需要找出他的设计是什么，然后采取相应行动。

B。set on“着手，打定主意做”；fit on“装上，穿上”；dispose不与on搭配；decide on“决定”。句意：最初吉姆不知道自己大学毕业后干什么，但是现在他似乎决定成为计算机程序员了。

A。blow one’s own trumpet为固定搭配，意思是“自吹自擂，自我标榜”=blow one’s own horn。whistle意为“口哨”；bugle意为“喇叭”；flute意为“长笛”，均不能与blow构成固定搭配。句意：被邀请谈自己的成就时，他拒绝自吹自擂，拒绝在会上发言。

C。intensity意为“强度，强烈”；gravity意为“重力，严重”；extent意为“范围，程度”；amount用来指不可数名词的数量。这里句中的treatment与后面的grew in intensity正好构成让步关系。句意：他尽管得到治疗，腿上的疼痛还是加剧了。

B。suspend意为“暂停，中止”，是指让某事停下来，通常是短时间暂停；discontinue是“停下”，强调的是结果，不涉及停多久的问题；cease也是停下的意思，不涉及时间长短，故选B。句意：在高速公路修复之前，往返于市中心和牛顿住宅区的巴士暂停服务。

B。推断题。① (Line 1, Para.1) When the sun is up in Amsterdam, the largest city in the Netherlands sits quietly on the Amstel River. 阿姆斯特丹是荷兰最大的城市，它静静地坐落在Amstel河畔。因此阿姆斯特丹是个安静（quiet）的城市。② (Lines 1~3, Para.5) Hip pop or funk music begins blaring from Club Paradiso and Club Melkweg. These are two of the most popular clubs in Europe. So if you come, be ready to dance. The clubs don’t shut down until 4 am. 天堂俱乐部和Melkweg俱乐部里开始奏响街舞或乡土音乐的旋律。这两个酒吧是欧洲最受欢迎的酒吧之一。因此，如果你来到这儿，就准备好起舞吧。这些酒吧直到凌晨4点才打烊。因此阿姆斯特丹又是个现代（modern）的城市。③ (Line 1, Para.11) The city has an appreciation of its historic past. 阿姆斯特丹非常珍视它的历史。因此阿姆斯特丹也是个有历史（historic）的城市。综上所述，阿姆斯特丹是个令人愉悦（delight）的城市。A、C、D三个选项都只反映了阿姆斯特丹的某一个特点，不够全面。

C。(Lines 1~2, Para.1) 从第一段的第二句话…Tantalized is one of many English words that have their origins in myths and legends of the past (in this case, Greek and Roman ones). 可知Tantalized（逗弄）是众多来源于过去的神话和传说（如希腊和罗马神话）的英语单词之一，这恰与文章的主题相符。

86.  
D。(Lines 5~6, Para.1) Many (but not all) English dictionaries give you a brief indication of a word’s origins in brackets before or after the explanation of the meaning. 在许多（并非全部）英语字典里，一个词释义的前面或后面通常有一个括号，括号里简单地给出了这个词的来源。由此可知，所有的英文字典均提供词语解释，但并非所有的字典都给出了词源，因此A、B、C三个选项是不对的。

A。(Lines 7~12, Para.1) This means that… Can you see why his name was changed into a verb meaning “to tease or torment by arousing desire”? 这表示……现在你能猜到为什么他的名字变成了动词表示“以唤起欲望来戏弄或折磨某人”的意思了吗？据此推断可知，作者以tantalize为例是为了说明这个词是从哪里来的，恰与文章主题与选项A“说明这个词是如何形成的”说法一致，而非像D所说是“为了说明词义的变化过程”。

C。(Lines3~4, Para.4) As a matter of fact, all the planets, except the one we live on, bear names that come from Roman mythology,…事实上，所有的行星，除了我们生活的地球外，都是以罗马神话中神的名字命名的……，A和B选项在文章的第三段和第四段中可以明确找到答案，而选项D则见第四段的第一句：Many common words, such as the names for the days of the week and the months of the year, also come from mythology. 许多常见的单词，如一周的日子和一年的月份的命名同样来自于神话故事。March是一年中的第三个月，由此可知，它也是从神话中来的。
89.  
B。作者以“tantalize”，“siren”，“jovial mood”，“herculean effort”等词或短语为例，并在第四段一开始就说许多常见的单词，如一周的日子和一年的月份的命名同样来自于神话故事，由此可推知，作者这样写的目的就是为了说明英语里的许多单词都来源于神话和传说这一事实。B很好地概括了本文的主题。

A。(Lines 2~3, Para.8) “For all we know you could be calling a terrorist cell and giving them information.”“不准打电话！”他说。“说不定你是在给恐怖分子打电话，给他们提供信息。”由此可以推断作者被禁止使用电话是因为移民局的官员还不能肯定她是否与恐怖分子有联系，换言之，还不能确定作者的身份。

A。末句提到“...the center called rescues and helicopters were sent to take the eleven to the regional capital.”，故A为答案。虽然前面提到“...they reached a work military radio station.”，但这里提问的是他们最后的获救方式，排除C。其余两项未提及，排除。

B。首句提到“Spain’s King Juan Carlos, with 32 years on the throne, turns 70 Saturday...”，故选B。

A。detect意为“发现，察觉”；disclose意为“揭露”，reveal意为“揭示”，都是指将原来只有少数人知道的事情公布于众，这与句意矛盾；catch有“感染”之意，但这里是说非典这种疾病最早发现的地方，如果填入caught就变成了最早染病的地方，从下文来看，非典是有潜伏期的，因此我们无法判断哪个病例是最早染病的病例，只能确认最早发病的病例，故排除。句意：非典，即严重急性呼吸综合症，于2003年2月在河内首次发现。

B。逻辑关系题。句意为：自那以后，该病已在15个国家感染超过1600人，造成63人死亡。由于前一句指出非典最早发现的时间，接着本句再提到非典造成的严重危害，所以两部分之间为顺承关系，故用and连接两部分内容即可。

D。transmission意为“传播”，指疾病的传播；transformation指彻底的改变；transportation指“运输”；communication意为“沟通，交流”。从句中的“Patients with SARS are kept in isolation.”可以看出这里是说降低疾病传播的风险，故选D。句意：非典患者都被隔离，以减少传播的危险。

C。newly指very recently，通常与动词过去分词搭配使用，本句为a newly discovered coronavirus，指新发现的冠状病毒；而lately虽然也意为“最近”，但不与动词过去分词搭配使用；newborn可以作形容词或名词，指“新生的，新生儿”；renewed也是形容词，意为“更新的，重建的”。句意：虽然科学家们还不能确定，但一些研究人员认为这是一种新发现的冠状病毒，这一病毒家族会引起某些常见的感冒。

D。考查情态动词的用法。must可用于表示很有把握的推断。对于现在事情的肯定推断，用must do；而对于过去的推断，用must have done。本句是对她过去年龄的肯定推断，故选D。句意：我第一次开会遇到她时，她一定是50岁左右。

54.  
A。考查状语从句。whatever，whichever和however都能引导让步状语从句，但whichever是有选择范围的，而用however引导让步状语从句时后面需要跟形容词或副词；whenever引导时间状语从句。因此答案为A。句意：不管老板说什么，让我加班却不给报酬是毫无道理的。

D。考查惯用结构。enough to do sth.是惯用结构，enough前必须有其他形容词或副词。句意：他感到自己还没有强壮到可以去国外旅行。

A。因果关系题，考查俄国货船沉陷的直接原因。“The crew sent out a distress signal, but there was no explanation of the problem.”，这句话说船员发出了危难信号，但是没有给出问题的原因，即没有说明轮船沉陷的原因，A项符合题意。B、C项没有提及，D项为“interfered with rescue efforts（阻断救援）”的原因。
24.  
C。细节题，考查救援的可能方式。从“aircraft can’t be used to rescue the crew...the vessel is about 90 miles from an oil rig where rescue vessels are based, while a tugboat dispatched from land was still about four times farther away.”这几句话看出选项A、B、D都是可能的救援方式，唯有C项不是。

B。主旨题，考查歌手聚集好莱坞的目的。文章主旨题一般出现在文章的开头或是结尾，此题从听力文章的开头第一句话就可以得出答案。“Dozens of recording stars began converging on a Hollywood studio Monday to add their voices to a song they hope will raise millions of dollars for Haitian earthquake relief.”（周一数十位歌手齐聚好莱坞为一首歌献唱，希望为海地地震筹集资金。）故B项为正确答案。
26.  
D。细节题。A项意为组织者是第一首歌的合作作者之一，“Lionel Richie, who co-wrote the first song with Michael Jackson, is organizing the effort.”说这个人是组织者，与杰克逊一起撰写这首歌，是正确的，故不符合题目要求。B项歌手们将使用1985年用的相同的录音棚，“The original producer, Quincy Jones, is using the same studio he used in 1985.”意思与选项相对应，故B选项不符合题意要求。C项意为录音期被期待持续很长时间。“Reporters and security surrounded Henson Studios, anticipating the arrival of limousines delivering the stars Monday afternoon for what is expected to be a marathon recording session.”提到一个马拉松式的录音期，与很长时间对应，故选项C也不符合题目要求。D项最初演唱者将会参加这次演唱。“Smokey Robinson, who sang on the original, said the list of 100 singers asked to take part does not include any of the 45 stars from the previous version.”这句话却说这次演唱的100名歌手中不包括45名最初演唱者，因此这项不对，是本题的正确选项。
27. 
A。大意理解题，考查增加的20亿美元主要的用途。从文章的前两句话可以看出“AT&T plans to spend 18 billion dollars in 2010 upgrading its wireless networks to handle the increasing amount of new traffic. This is roughly $2 billion more than the company had invested in the previous year.”美国电话电报公司在2010年花了180亿美元更新无线网络以提高处理新的交通量问题。这比公司去年的投资要多出20亿美元。即这增加的20亿美元也是用于提高网络能力的，故选项A为正确答案。
28. 
C。细节题，考查公司面临的困难在哪个地方最大。从文章倒数第二句“At&T has acknowledged that it has faced some difficulties, particularly in big cities.”得出在大城市，big与选项C中的large相对应，故正确答案为C项。
29.  D。细节题，考查安保最密集的地区。从“It is no coincidence that in Vancouver security patrols are particularly evident around the low-rise apartment buildings where the athletes will be housed. （在温哥华，安保尤其显著的是在运动员居住的低矮的公寓楼。）” 此句中particularly对应题目中的most，故本题答案为D。

30. 
B。主旨题。一般主旨题会出现在文章的开头或是结尾，本文中主旨出现在第一句话。“An Olympic security plan five years in the making is taking shape in Vancouver this week. （筹划了五年的奥运安保计划此周在温哥华成型。）”，即本文讲述温哥华奥运期间的安保措施。答案为B。

B。此题考查bring相关的短语。bring down意为“打倒，下降”，bring forth 意为“产生，提出”，bring off意为“救出，完成”，bring in意为“带来”，根据句意，“父亲这个称呼对每一个听到这些词语的男士，将会有不同的意义，并会______不同的反应。”只有产生与反应比较匹配，故此题选B。

32.  
D。此题考查四个形容词的不同含义。emotional意为“富有情感的，情绪化的”，sentimental意为“多愁善感的”，bewildered意为“困惑的”，proud意为“骄傲的，自豪的”，从这句话整体意思来看，“当听到这样的消息时，有些父亲会感到_____，而有些则会感到抱歉，想着他们是否会成为好父亲。”这个空应与“sorry”构成反义关系，故选项D为最佳答案。

33.  
A。此题考查连接词。由上题可知，这个空将两句意思相反的话联系在一起，故起到转折对比的作用。四个选项只有while可以表示“然而”的意思，when是“当……时候”，if 为“如果，是否”，as意为“当，作为”讲。句意为：当听到这样的消息时，有些父亲会感到骄傲，而有些则会感到抱歉，想着他们是否会成为好父亲。

34.  
C。此题考查连接词。整个一句话构成转折让步关系，句意为：“尽管有些男士喜欢孩子，并有着照顾孩子的经验，其他人并不……”四个选项中when是“当……时候”，if 为“如果，是否”，although意为“尽管”，yet意为“然而，尚且”，只有although符合此空的含义。

B。考查由consider派生出的几个形容词的意义。considerate意为“体贴的，周到的”，considerable为“相当大的；相当多的”，considering意为“考虑到”，considered意为“考虑过的”。这句话中需要一个可以跟“经验”搭配的形容词，只有选项B符合，意为“相当多的经验”。这句话意思为：尽管有些男士喜欢孩子，并有着相当多的照顾孩子的经验，其他人并不……。

D。此题考查care搭配的不同词组的意义。care about 为“担心，关心”，care of “由……转交”，care for “关心，照顾；喜欢”，with care“小心，慎重”，根据句意“尽管有些男士喜欢孩子，并有着相当多的照顾孩子的经验，其他人并不是特别喜欢孩子，与孩子们在一起的时间也不多。”这个空与本句中的“like”对应。

A。承接上句“许多父母计划和期待着孩子的到来。”本句中作为开头的填空，后面紧跟人称词语“其他的夫妇”，需要一个表示“对于”的介词来填充，即翻译为“对于其他的夫妇而言，怀孕可能是……”只有选项A符合句意。

B。考查祈使句的反义疑问句。祈使句的反义疑问句固定地用will you。句意为：当你读完这本书，别忘了把它还给Tim，好吗？

D。考查现在分词。freezing cold，burning hot，or soaking wet分别意为“冰冷”，“滚热”，“湿潮”，现在分词修饰形容词，表示强调。A、B、C三个选项的意思为：命令、条件、让步。

B。考查time的用法。表示两倍时，英语中使用twice，而不用two times。four times every year意为“一年四次”，表示次数。

57.  
A。考查not so…as…句型。本句型表示前者不如后者。比如This film is not so exciting as that one.“这部电影不如那部刺激”。在本题中，融合了强调句型，增加了难度。句意：比起语言，文化背景让着本书更难以理解。
58.  
C。考查成分。四个选项斜体部分充当的成分分别是主语、表语、宾语和状语。

59.  
B。考查代词。本句意为“额外的工作还需要两周”。the other+n表示“剩下的……”，other+n.表示“有些……”more多用于“the more…more…表示“越……越……”

60. 
D。考查从句。四个选项中斜体部分分别是表语从句、同位语从句、宾语从句和主语从句。D选项用it充当形式主语，that引导真正的主语。

A。考查句子的表意。本句pretty可以修饰girl，也可以修饰skirt，所以本句有歧义。故选项A（模糊的）为正确答案。其他三个选项的含义分别为：隐藏的、间接的、不可区分的。

B。细节题，考查文章中哪一段简短地回顾了阅读的历史性挑战。解答此题的关键点在于“historical”（历史性的）一词，在文章中应有过去时间与此相对应。快速扫读文章，在第二段发现有“for a long time”，“In the 20th century”等表示历史的时间词，基本定位，仔细阅读发现，“first it was the movies, then radio, then television that seemed to spell doom for the written world. None did. Reading survived; ”(line 2-3, Para 2) 这句话正指出了过去对阅读的挑战，首先是电影，接着是收音机，然后是电视。所以本题的正确答案为B。

82. 
D。细节题，考查哪一项不是电子书籍（e-book）的优点。解答此题的关键点在于e-book一词。首先利用扫读在文章中迅速确定e-book的位置，再在出处上下细读。Take the arrival of e-book readers as an example. (line 3, Para 3) 第一次出现e-book。紧接着Devices like Kindle make reading more convenient and are a lot more environmentally friendly than the traditional paper book. (line 4-5, Para 3) 指出像kindle之类的设备使得阅读变得更加容易（选项C），更加保护环境（选项B）。An e-book can provide readers with an unlimited number of links: to texts, pictures, and videos.（line 4-5, Para 4）指出电子书籍还能够为读者提供无尽的链接，如文本、图片、录像等，对应选项A（多样的内容）。选项A、B、C均有提及，故本题的答案为D。

83. 
B。作者观点态度题。解答此题的关键点在于single-sentence-long novels（单一句子长短的小说），利用此点很快在文章中定位。On the other hand, there is the danger of trivialization. One Twitter group is offering its followers single-sentence-long “digests” of the great novels… We should fear the fragmentation of reading. (line 1-3, Para 5) 这几句话中，作者有意指明的词语是danger（危险），fear（恐惧），说明作者对此的态度是担忧的，即为选项B。其他三项意思分别为：讽刺的，讥讽的，怀疑的。

84. 
A。细节题。利用题目中的关键点modern technology（现代技术）和fast-changing society（快速变化的社会）迅速定位到文章的第六段。从题目中可知需要一个与knowledge of modern technology相并列的词语，Our society needs to be able to imagine the possibility of someone utterly in tune with modern technology but able to make sense of a dynamic, confusing world. （我们的社会需要适应现代技术的人才，也需要能够理解动态的复杂世界的人才。）(line 1-3, Para 6) 故选项A（好的判断力）符合题意。其他三项分别为：高敏感度，好的想象力，集中的能力。

85. 
C。主旨题。A项含义为技术推进了阅读和写作。B项含义为相互关联是新型阅读经验的一个特征，此句强调相互关联。C项含义为技术对于传统阅读既是机会又是挑战。D项含义为技术为阅读实践提供了多样性。纵览全文，只有C项符合文意，不仅讲述了现代技术对传统阅读的挑战，同时也指出对于阅读发展的机会，故答案为C。

A。推断题。推断对句子意思的理解。“spring cleaning is a difficult notion for modern families to grasp.”意为“晨扫对于现代家庭是个很难理解的概念”。即现代家庭已经不大接受这件事情了。A和原句意思最为接近。B意为“不是现代家庭生活的一部分”。C意为“需要更多家庭成员参与进来”。D意为“需要更复杂的技巧和知识”。

87.  
C。细节题。Wi-Fi是一种可以将个人电脑、手持设备（如PDA、手机）等终端以无线方式互相连接的技术。出自文章第三段“Asking the family to spend the weekend collecting winter dog piles from the melting snow in the backyard is like announcing there will be no more Wi-Fi.”文章将让家人晨扫和告知不再有Wi-Fi相比较，意在说明让家人晨扫很难接受，而不是晨扫中有Wi-Fi技术。所以选C。

88.  
A。推断题。推断对句子隐含意思的理解。解题关键在于第六段spring cleaning can’t wait.之后的这段话 The temperature has risen just enough to melt snow but not enough for Little League practice to start. 意为“气温升上来了，刚够消融积雪，但很多活动还没有开展。”言下之意就是天气更加暖和后，活动就多起来了。A选项最为合适。

89.  
D。推断题。判断对细节引申的理解。四个选项的含义为：A（机体中melatonin的产量在不同时段不同）、B（melatonin更可能引起机体内的睡眠欲）、C（melatonin的减少将会导致机体无法休眠）、D（机体内melatonin的含量保持恒定）。答案出自第七段“When spring’s light comes, the melatonin diminishes”。意为“当春日阳光普照时，melatonin就会消失。”我们可以看出melatonin的数量并不是恒定的，会随着光照和温度发生变化。所以D错误。

C。推断题。推断观点和情感。四个选项中的情感词语含义为：surprised （惊讶的），skeptical（挑剔的），elated（高兴地），hesitant（犹豫不决的），relieved（释怀的），optimistic（乐观的）。通过“You will? Wow!” I exclaim. “gives me hope”以看出作者惊讶，并且乐观兴奋。C最准确。

Text C

B。细节题。从文章第一段“These days lots of young Japanese do omiai”，我们得知的信息是：现在很多日本的年轻人去omiai。而后文进一步解释omiai的具体含义“omiai kekkon, or arranged marriage”。我们得知的信息是：现在很多日本的年轻人按照安排去相亲。之后，第二段又进行了进一步解释“But there is a difference.”我们得知的信息是：这种相亲方式和以往的有所不同。所以本题B最合适。

92. 
A。细节题。从文章第三段“the Western way was often found wanting in an important respect: it didn’t necessarily produce a partner of the right economic, social, and educational qualifications.（西方的方式经常在一个重要的方面显现，即它不会计较另一半的经济、社会、教育等条件。）”所以，选项B和C都被排除。从文章第四段第一句话“What seems to be happening now is a repetition of a familiar process in the country’s history,（现在可能发生的是与国家历史的一个类似的过程……）”选项D排除。A项意思为：西方的恋爱婚姻失去了某些日本的价值观，在文章第三段和第四段的大意中可以判断出来，故本题可以采用排除法，正确答案为A。

93. 
D。细节题。通过后“…because many Japanese couples, when polled, describe their marriage as a love match even if it was arranged.”得知：很多日本人在接受调查时，即使自己的婚姻是安排的，也说是浪漫的爱的组合。所以这个数据就不很准确了，也就是说被安排婚姻的趋势比起给出的数值要多了很多。选D。

94. 
D。细节题。考查传统相亲和现代相亲的最大不同。本文第六段“These days, doing omiai often means going to a computer matching service rather than to a nakodo.”我们得知：现在相亲很多时候意味着去电脑配对而不是借助于媒婆。选D。

95.

1.  
The way the Earth interacts with the sun’s energy can be displayed in a diagram called the Earth’s energy budget. It displays the sun’s energy that reaches us and how much of that energy is absorbed and reflected by the earth and its atmosphere. Solar energy reaches earth as electromagnetic radiation. Once the energy reaches earth, some of it is absorbed by the atmosphere, including clouds. Some of it makes it to the earth’s surface, and is absorbed by land and oceans. The amount of energy absorbed affects temperature. The energy that is not absorbed by the earth or its atmosphere is reflected back out to space in the same wavelengths in which it came to earth.

On average, the amount of energy coming in is equal to the amount of energy going out. So, we say the earth’s energy budget is balanced. If more energy was coming in than was going out, the earth’s temperature would increase. On the other hand, if too much energy is reflected, and not absorbed, we’d see a decrease in the earth's temperatures.

Of all of the sun’s energy that hits the Earth, about 70% is absorbed by the land, ocean, atmosphere and clouds and about 30% is reflected back into space.

The death of Deputy Jeff Anderson brought Rebecca Bearden to the reality that drinking drivers were killers needing to be stopped.
Rebecca Bearden says of her accident, “We were hit head on by a wrong way drunk driver. My fiancé was killed; I was very critically injured and not expected to live.” That’s when she joined MADD, Mothers Against Drunk Driving. While drunk driving has been illegal in California since 1911, enforcement was loose until MADD set out to change society’s perception of the drunk driver.
Rebecca Bearden says, “It’s not just a car accident. It is a crime, and it is a violent crime. And we have worked very hard and have succeeded in convincing society that that is so.”
Your chances of surviving on a California freeway are much better than the US average in part because the cops are out there doing what they can to keep the drunks from killing you. 
Alcohol related deaths in California have gone DOWN 61-percent since 1980 while drivers and miles driven have gone UP 15-percent. The punishment is quick and severe. In California an officer can withdraw a driver’s license on the spot if the driver tests drunk.
The chance of being arrested again is cut in half if the driver completes a treatment program.
The work is far from over. California still arrests a drunk driver every six minutes. And one in fifty Californian drivers know someone killed by a drunk driver. There’s much yet to do.

Half a century ago, kids in school had never even heard of the internet. Now many of us use it on a regular basis and even have access to it from our homes! The Internet is a vast resource for all types of information. You may enjoy using it to do research for a school project, downloading your favorite songs or communicating with friends and family. Information is accessed through web pages that companies, organizations and individuals create and post. It’s kind of like a giant bulletin board that the whole world uses! But since anyone can put anything on the Internet, you also have to be careful and use your best judgment and a little common sense.

Just because you read something on a piece of paper someone sticks on a bulletin board doesn’t mean it’s good information, or even correct, for that matter. So you have to be sure that whoever posted the information knows what they’re talking about, especially if you’re doing research! If you’ve never met the person that you’re communicating with online, you could be on dangerous ground! You should never give out any personal information to someone you don’t know, not even your name! And just like you can’t believe the information on every website out there, you can’t rely on what strangers you “meet” on the internet tell you either. Just like you could make up things about yourself to tell someone, someone else could do the same to you!

The United States Sunday witnessed the 100th birthday of the late President Ronald Reagan, who served two terms in the White House during the 1980’s.

The highlight of the celebration took place at the Reagan Library in California, where his widow, Nancy Reagan, laid a wreath at his gravesite as fighter jets from the aircraft carrier USS Ronald Reagan flew overhead.

U.S. President Barack Obama honored the day with a commentary in USA Today that reminded Americans Mr. Reagan was broadminded enough to compromise on contentious issues such as Social Security and tax cuts.

The centennial celebration will be a year-long occasion that will include film showings, essay contests, and musical tributes.

Mr. Reagan was 93 when he died in June of 2004 after a 10-year battle with Alzheimer’s disease. (130)

India’s military says it has captured 28 suspected Somali pirates on a ship in the Indian Ocean, after a brief clash.
A defense spokesman says navy and coast guard ships chased two small pirate boats to the main vessel, after the pirates tried to hijack a Greek-flagged merchant ship.
Captain M. Nambiar says the mother ship, which was captured early Sunday, was a Thai fishing vessel that had been seized about six months ago.
Authorities say the pirates fired on the military ships, which returned fire. After a brief battle, officials say, the pirates hoisted a white flag and surrendered.  
Military officials say they rescued 24 crew members who were still on board the seized Prantalay 11.  
The suspects have been taken to Mumbai for questioning. (126)

The Egyptian government on Sunday offered a package of concessions after a meeting with the officially banned Muslim Brotherhood as well as other opposition figures.

However, the opposition is divided over how to bring about an end to President Hosni Mubarak's nearly 30-year rule. Despite the talks, protesters rallied for a 13th day in Cairo and other cities. 
    The newly appointed Egyptian vice president, Omar Suleiman, met with representatives of some opposition groups, including the Muslim Brotherhood, which is officially banned in Egypt.
    After the talks, the government said the participants had agreed on a package of concessions that include freedom of the press, the release of detained protesters and the eventual lifting of emergency laws. (116)

South Korean news media reported Monday that 31 North Koreans have crossed the disputed maritime border into South Korea.

The officials said they may have taken a wrong course and drifted across the border unintentionally. It was not immediately clear if some of the boat people wished to stay in South Korea.

Thousands of North Koreans have fled the impoverished communist country by crossing the border into China and then making their way into South Korea. (76)

A U.S. newspaper reports hackers broke into the computer systems that run the NASDAQ stock exchange several times over the past year.

A report published last Friday in The Wall Street Journal says federal investigators are looking into possible motives, including financial gain, theft of trade secrets and an attempt to damage the exchange.

The report says it is not clear where the hacks originated from, while some evidence points toward Russia. (72)

Egypt has made separate requests to the United States and European Union to freeze the assets of some senior officials of ousted President Hosni Mubarak’s government.

U.S. and EU officials did not name those on the list, but they said Mr. Mubarak himself is not included.

Individual requests also were sent to the British, French and German governments.

British Foreign Secretary William Hague told parliament the government plans to cooperate with the Egyptian request. He said Britain will take quick and firm action if there is any evidence of illegal activities.

EU finance ministers plan to consider the Egyptian request at a Tuesday meeting. (104)

Do you remember the last time you picked up a pebble? Maybe it was as clear as glass. Minerals formed the colors and patterns in the pebble. A mineral is a solid, nonliving substance that occurs naturally in rocks or in the ground. Every mineral has unique properties. Earth’s surface is rock, a solid substance made of minerals. Rock can be made of many minerals or of one mineral with different-sized grains. 

There are more than 4,000 minerals. Many of them look alike. Scientists use the minerals’ physical properties to tell them apart. For example, scientists can compare the hardness of two minerals by how easily they can be scratched. It is simple to see how one mineral is easier to scratch than another.

The way a mineral reflects light is its luster. Two minerals may be the same color, but one may have a shiny luster and the other a dull luster.

When you rub a mineral across a surface, the mineral leaves a streak of powder. This colored streak can help scientist identify two minerals that look alike.

Minerals have other properties, too. Is the mineral magnetic? What shape are its crystals? Two minerals might look alike and share some properties, but they don’t share all properties. Gold and pyrite are both shiny and gold in color. Pyrite is sometimes called “fools gold” because people have mistaken it for gold. Gold is much softer than pyrite. Gold leaves a golden streak. Pyrite’s streak is greenish black.

2.  
Boys and girls in this sixth grade class both can use the school computers. Studies show that in high school girls use computers less than boys. This causes a technology gap. “Girls tend to be less comfortable than boys with the computer. They use it more for word processing rather than for problem solving...”
The studies show that girls make up only a small part of students in computer science classes. Girls usually say they have less computer ability than boys do. They are less sure when using computers. They use computers less often than boys outside the classroom.
“Boys are not so afraid they might do something that will harm the computer... girls are afraid they might break it somehow.”
Six years ago, the software company Purple Moon found girls used computers less than boys do. They found the number one reason girls don’t like computer games is because the games are so boring. 
Girls want games with people like them and stories about what is going on in their own lives. The studies show there is no real reason why girls wouldn’t want to play on a computer. The sponsor of the study says the technology gap must be closed. Otherwise women will not have a fair chance in the job market in the 21st century.
3.
Police officers respond to a shooting near a liquor store in a tough west Oakland neighborhood. The kind of crime is rarely reported by newspapers, or TV. But in a few days, neighbors can read all about it on the Internet. 

Andy Brown, Oakland’s mayor and California's former governor, promotes the quarter million dollar project that makes Oakland the first city in the country to put its crime statistics on the web. 

Mayor Andy Brown says, “Every neighborhood can be called up, and therefore the citizen knows what’s happening, as well as the police can identify a pattern of criminality on a daily basis, and then do something about it, interrupt it, change it, stop it.” 

On the map a red star indicates a homicide; a green star assault; the red circles armed robbery. A light green star is a forcible rape; an orange circle child abuse. The purple triangles are car thefts. 

Deborah Acosta is a neighborhood activist who lives in Oakland, “If you highlight those incidents, right here, it will give you a case number. So this case happened in ’99, and there’s a case number 115843.” 

Another click provides the police report. Police Chief Richard Word said, “The information we now have is made available to the neighborhoods, so they essentially will become equal partners, and we can work closely together to solve some of the persistent neighborhood problems that we are seeing.”

1.  
Egypt’s prime minister says authorities in Cairo and other cities where anti-government protests are continued have been told not to harass or detain activists or journalists. 

U.S. officials say Secretary of State Hillary Clinton asked Prime Minister Ahmed Shafiq in a telephone conversation to put a stop to all mistreatment of activists, journalists and other elements of civil society. 

The Egyptian prime minister and Clinton spoke late Saturday, and he confirmed Sunday that detentions will stop. 

Meanwhile, Egypt’s vice president held unprecedented talks about political reforms with a range of opposition factions, including the officially banned Muslim Brotherhood. Nearly two weeks into a popular uprising seeking the ouster of President Hosni Mubarak, mass demonstrations are still under way. (118)
2.  
The wife of a Pakistani man shot dead by a U.S. diplomat last month in the northeastern city of Lahore committed suicide Sunday by eating poisonous pills.

A doctor at a Lahore hospital said Shumaila Kanwal, the wife of Faheem, said before she died that she feared the American would be released without trial. 

U.S. diplomat Raymond Davis was arrested on January 27 and accused of murder for shooting two men who he said attacked him. U.S. authorities say they regret the loss of life, but they have called for Davis’s immediate release due to his diplomatic immunity. The American is still in Pakistani custody. 

Davis said he acted in self-defense. He told a Pakistani judge two men on a motorcycle pulled up to his car at a busy intersection and tried to attack him. (135)
3.  
Villagers living near territory claimed by both Thailand and Cambodia have fled their homes to escape a new outbreak of cross-border shelling. 

No casualties were reported during Sunday night’s shelling exchange. Artillery fire rained down on an area around Preah Vihear, site of the 11th-century Hindu temple that is the focus of the two southeast Asian nations’dispute. 

Thai authorities warned everyone living near the temple to turn off all lights to avoid being targeted.

Cambodian Prime Minister Hun Sen appealed to the United Nations Security Council to stop what he called “repeated acts of aggression” by Thai armed forces.

In a letter to the Council, the Cambodian leader blamed Thai forces for human casualties and damages to the Preah Vihear temple and other properties. (127)
4.  
Three American hikers have pleaded not guilty in an Iranian court to charges of spying and illegally entering Iran in 2009.

Shane Bauer, Josh Fattal and Sarah Shourd were arrested along the border of Iran and Iraq's northern Kurdish region, where they were hiking. 

Bauer and Fattal are in Iranian custody, but Shourd is not. She was released on bail of $500,000 last September and allowed to return to the United States. 

Iran’s state-run Press TV reports Sunday that the lawyer for the three submitted pleas of not guilty to charges of illegal entry and espionage.

The United States has called repeatedly for the release of the detainees. The defendants face up to three years in prison on the charge of illegal entry. (123)
5.  
Polish Formula One driver Robert Kubica has been seriously injured in a high speed crash in Liguria, Italy. 

The 26-year-old Renault driver was injured Sunday when his car went off the road and hit a church wall. He apparently suffered multiple fractures and internal trauma, but his injuries are not believed to be life-threatening.

In a statement, his Lotus Renault team said Kubica had to be extracted from the car by firemen, but his co-driver was uninjured. 

Kubica finished eighth in last year’s Formula One world championship, but appears to be unlikely to race with just a little over a month before the Formula Season opens at the Bahrain Grand Prix on March 13.  (114)

President Obama says the 2012 fiscal-year budget sent to Congress contains tough choices involving spending on programs he cares deeply about. The president is calling for Democrats and Republicans to work together on additional steps to reduce excessive spending, but says programs vital to the nation’s future must be preserved.
The budget comes in at $3.73 trillion, with $1.1 trillion in projected savings during the next decade from reductions in spending and tax increases, including $400 billion from a five-year domestic spending freeze.
The Obama budget proposes increases for education, research and development, energy efficiency and transportation infrastructure, including a new high-speed rail proposal. (104)

Humans, unlike many other animals, are omnivores. We require both vegetable matter and meat to be fully healthy (although some humans manage to survive reasonably healthily whilst consuming no animal products at all, finding their protein mainly in nuts and seeds). To carry out its many complicated functions, the human body requires different chemicals and substances. All of the nutrition we take in can be put in one of seven categories. These are: carbohydrates, proteins, fibre, minerals, vitamins, fats and water. 

Carbohydrates provide the body with energy.

Proteins allow the body to repair itself and grow.

Fibre aids the digestive system.

Minerals and vitamins are required for many reasons. Deficiencies in any vitamin or mineral can lead to illnesses. Vitamins are essential for normal growth and development.

Fats are often unnecessary, and many are bad for you. The body does not need to take in most fats, but the fatty acids omega-3 and omega-6 are necessary.

The body is around 70% water. If water is not consumed, the body will dehydrate. The body loses water in excretion, sweating and breathing. 

It is advised that you should have a balanced diet, taking in food from each of the food groups, in proportion.

A jury found a doctor abusing an elderly patient in his dying days because he didn’t prescribe enough pain medication. The jury awarded one-and-a-half million dollars to the patient’s family.
85-year-old William Bergman, a terminal cancer patient, died in February 1998 after spending six days at Eden Medical Center in Castro Valley, California. Bergman’s children say he suffered needlessly because Dr. Wing Chin didn’t administer enough painkillers. 
During the month-long trial, Dr. Chin testified that he followed the established pain management rules. Bob Slattery, Dr. Chin’s defense lawyer says, “Quite frankly I think that the doctor complied with the standard of care, and that the evidence that we produced showed that.” 
Family members acknowledged on the stand that they didn’t directly ask the doctor for more medication. Alice Edlinger, Bergman’s daughter, says, “We trusted that they knew what they were doing to relieve my father’s pain.”
Advocates for terminally ill patients say undermedication for pain is a widespread problem.
Jim Geagan, a family attorney says, “I think the effect of this is gonna be a tremendous increase in consciousness in California and, I hope, throughout the country that physicians have to make pain management a priority.”
Bergman’s family chose to sue for elderly abuse because California malpractice laws don’t allow pain and suffering awards for the dead. The jury award, one-point-five million dollars, is likely to be reduced to 250-thousand dollars to comply with a state limit on awards.

It’s not Mary Webster’s birthday, but it’s just as special. On this day, foster parents Anja and Peter Webster will officially become mom and dad. 
Two years ago this week, the Websters took Mary into their home.
Anja Webster says, “This baby was placed in my arms, and she looked up at me and smiled, and there was no doubt in my mind that she was going to be part of our family at the time. It was wonderful.” Wonderful except Mary’s birth mother was fighting drug addiction, and the Webster’s were never sure if the birth mother would legally reclaim her baby.
Peter Webster says, “It’s like dying the death of a thousand cuts each time you go back. There’s another extension and as a foster parent you have no legal rights; you’re simply the custodian of the child. They’re very happy the child is cared for and looked after. But they pay no attention to the fact you get emotionally involved.” The birth mother’s rights were revoked. This is the day the Webster’s will sign the papers and finalize the adoption.
Judge Brenda Harbin Forte has finalized thousands of adoptions. A ceremony she says that never fails to touch her emotionally especially during times like these. Judge Forte says, “Then having examined you and I am reassured that you will be good adoptive parents and that you will treat the child as your own and take care of this child, the petition for adoption is hereby granted.”

Officials in Tunisia say at least two people died Saturday in a police shooting during a protest in the town of El Kef.

Police opened fire on a crowd of about 1,000 people hurling stones and firebombs at a police station, during a protest calling for the police chief to step down for abusing his power. 

Witnesses say the violence began after the police chief slapped a woman in the crowd. At least 17 people were injured.

The Tunisian interior ministry says the chief has been arrested. The protesters also reportedly set fire to several police cars.

The situation in Tunisia remains tense after anti-government protests forced the ouster of President Zine El Abidine Ben Ali in January. (120)

2.  
The United States government has created a list of the “most wanted” health insurance scammers, hoping to slow down criminals who collectively steal as much as $60 billion a year. 

This week the office of the Health and Human Services inspector general posted the top ten fugitives on a website. 

Featured are three brothers who billed the government for HIV drugs that were either unnecessary or never used — and a Federal indictment says the brothers pocketed some $110 million.

The website also includes a form where people can report sightings of any of the people on the list. 

An HHS investigator told the AP newswire they hope the website will help them catch the fugitives but also that it will make people aware of how important it is to combat healthcare fraud. (132)

Sudan’s President Omaral-Bashir is promising a future of freedom in his country following a week of small protests.

Mr. Bashir told supporters on the outskirts of Khartoum Saturday that Sudan has nothing to fear from freedom and that freedom is guaranteed by the constitution. 

The president’s speech was short on details but was notable for its conciliatory tone.

Sudanese students have organized a series of protests in the past week over rising prices, restricted freedom, and poor economic opportunities. The protests have been small but widespread. 

Witnesses say in each case police have moved in quickly to disperse the demonstrators, sometimes armed with batons and tear gas. 

Organizers say they were inspired by the protests that toppled Tunisia’s government and the ongoing demonstrations in Egypt. (126)

At least 11 people, including a child and a baby, have been killed as a minibus toppled from a Chinese roadway and plunged into a reservoir.

The state-run news agency Xinhua said Saturday that the accident occurred Friday afternoon as the minibus driver apparently swerved to avoid hitting a motorbike and lost control of the vehicle. The minibus rolled over and fell into a hydropower station reservoir near Shaowu City in Fujian province.

Authorities said nine people were rescued but one was still missing. (84)

Egyptian President Hosni Mubarak has resigned. The announcement came Friday from Vice President Omar Suleiman who said that military forces will now take over. 
Word of Mr. Mubarak’s resignation drew thunderous cheers from thousands of anti-government protesters in Cairo’s Tahrir Square, where it is now nighttime. Many chanted and waved the Egyptian flag. 
Earlier Friday, news organizations quoted officials as saying Mr. Mubarak had left the capital and traveled to his residence in the Red Sea resort Sharm El-Sheikh. The U.S. White House responded, calling the move a “positive first step”. (91)

Latest Japanese government estimates show that China has overtaken Japan as the world’s second largest economy. Japanese officials confirmed the estimates Monday, when they announced the country’s gross domestic product, the broadest measure of its economy, shrank in the final three months of 2010.
Although Japan’s economy still managed to beat expectations, growing 3.9 percent for the calendar year, it wasn’t enough to maintain Japan’s 40-year lock as the world’s second largest economy.
That title now belongs to China, with a total domestic output last year of nearly $5.88 trillion—compared to Japan’s $5.47 trillion. (96)

The achievement of a fair distribution of oil revenue is seen as a corner stone of Iraqi security.

More troops: the US now has 132,000 troops in Iraq. The number will temporarily be increased by 20,000. A renewed construction package costing up to 1 billion US dollars is also to be announced. The money is to help create jobs and boost the Iraqi economy. Young Iraqis are to be encouraged to participate in the country’s reconstruction by cleaning the streets and repairing schools.

News Item 1
Eleven fishing boat crew who had been stranded since October in a remote part of Russian’s Far East have been rescued after sheltering nearly three months at an abandoned military base. The eight men and three women took refuge at the base after their small boat collided on October 10th. Their attempts to fix one of the boats did not succeed, and they had to remain at the abandoned base where there were only flour and cooking fat. Other supplies at the base, which was abandoned in 2003, included Christmas ornaments, and the crew members put them up on a small tree inside their quarters. But supplies bagan running low and early this week, five set off on foot across snow fields. On Friday, after four days of trudging, they reached a working military radio station, the center called rescuers and helicopters were sent to take the eleven to the regional capital.

News Item 2

Spain’s King Juan Carlos, with 32 years on the throne, turns 70 Saturday. But after years of undeniable adulation among Spaniards for putting down an attempted coup in 1981, he’s recently faced more difficult times. Small groups of leftists have burned his photo, and fiery criticism has also come from the right with one leading conservative radio host calling for him to step down. Juan Carlos fired back with a rare public defence of his reign in a recent speech. “It’s been the longest period of stability and prosperity in Spain ever in a parliamentary monarchy,” the King said.

News Item 3

It goes against religious taboos in Iraq to involve women in fighting, but three recnet suicide bombings carried out by women could indicate insurgents are growing increasingly desperate. On November 4th, a woman detonated an explosive vest next to a U.S. patrol in Diyala’s regional capital, Baqouba, 35 miles northeast of Bagdad, wounding seven U.S. troops and five Iraqis. On December 7th, a woman attacked the offices of a Diyala-based Sunni group, fighting al-Qaida in Iraq, killing 15 people and wounding 35.  Then on December 31st, a bomber in Baqouba, detonated her suicide vest close to a police patrol, wounding five policemen and four civilians.

News Item 4

Chinese government is poised to conduct its first national survey of pollution sources in February to help control environmental deterioration in the country. The study will identify and collect data on the sources of industrial, agricultural and residential pollution for two months. Last year, China’s environment was facing a grave situation with several major rivers and lakes clogged by industrial waste. China’s environmental cleanup is compromised by more than two decades of rapid economic growth and a lack of technology especially. Every province, autonomous region and municipality has set up a census office and will report to a main center staffed by officials from government dapartments. Data will be reviewed multiple times before being put into a database and will be analyzed in the second half of 2008.  Findings will be examined and approved by mid-2009.

Washington University in Saint Louis, Missouri, is a medium-sized school in the Midwest. It has 11,000 students. 12% of them were international students, mostly graduate students. The university has Schools for Law, Medicine and Social work. It also has a Business School, a School of Design and Visual Arts and a School of Engineering and Applied Science. But more than 60 percent of courses are taught through the Arts and Sciences program. The new school year that begins this fall will cost 50,000 dollars for undergraduates. That includes 12 months of living expenses estimated at 20,000 dollars. Graduate tuition differs by program. Tuition for the master of social work program, for example, will cost 27,000 dollars in the coming year. The master of business administration program will cost about 38,000 dollars. The university offers financial assistance to international students, including first-year students, but says its resources are limited. Scholarships are available. The university also offers a monthly payment plan to spread out the cost of tuition. It offers loan programs. International students in the United States generally cannot receive federal student loans. But they may be able to take out private loans, as many American students do. Washington University in Saint Louis was named Eliot Seminary when it opened in 1853.  Later the name was changed to honor the first American President, George Washington.

Questions 14 to 17 are based on the following passage.

A new study from the University of New South Wales has discovered that during the working week, Australian fathers only spend an average of just over a minute each day alone with their children. Australian mothers, on the other hand, spend 3 hours a week purely looking after their children, a much greater disparity than in other countries, like America, Denmark, Italy and France, where couples divide the child-care more evenly. According to the author of the study, traditionally Australian fathers appear to like the fun aspects of parenthood but shy away from daily child-care activities. So while they tend to be happy taking the kids to the park or to sports events, they are unlikely to participate regularly in feeding, bathing, or taking the kids to school. In short, Australian parenting is seen as a woman’s job and a man’s hobby. However, the last 20 years have seen the arrival of the so-called “new man”—the man who is willing to share the housework and child-care. The “new man” has a picture of his children on his computer desk top at work. He never misses the kids’ school plays, and he passes on a drink after work so that he can get home in time to read their bedtime story. This new study suggests that the “new man” feels a little more at home in Europe than in Australia. Indeed, a poll conducted in the UK indicated that almost 70% of British women thought that men were as good at raising children as women.

Questions 18 to 20 are based on the following passage.
UNICEF is joining with a nonprofit group to bring AIDS-prevention programs to more women and children in five countries. UNICEF, United Nations Children’s Fund, will work with Family Health International. The new partnership would be established at first in Guyana, India, Malawi, Nigeria and Zambia. One of the goals is to improve care for babies infected with HIV, the virus that causes AIDS. Another is to prevent the spread of HIV from mother to child. Activities would depend on the needs of each country. In some cases, anti-AIDS drugs would be provided to infected parents or children. Women and children living in rural communities will receive most of the services. Both UNICEF and Family Health International will expand their partnership into more countries in the future. Family Health International has been working on public health issues since 1971.  The organization is based in North Carolina and has programs in 70 countries. It does research on infections diseases and reproductive health, and also provides services. Experts say an important part of fighting AIDS is political will. One example they point to is Cambodia. That country has been getting attention for its progress in reducing some of the highest infection rates in Asia. Experts praise the government for supporting public education efforts and programs.

SECTION C  NEWS BROADCAST

News Item 1
Four American teenagers, all children of U.S. military personnel, have been arrested on charges of attempted murder after a woman was knocked off her motorbike with rope strung across two poles, Japanese police said. The four suspects—two 15-year-old boys, a 17-year-old girl and an 18-year-old man—were taken into custody on Saturday, the Tokyo Metropolitan Police Department said. They are accused of causing a severe head injury to a 23-year-old restaurant employee by stringing a rope between poles across a road. U.S. Forces in Japan was informed of the August incident in late October, a public information officer said. There was no clear explanation for the delay in the handover of the suspects to police, other than it involved rules between Washington and Tokyo covering U.S. forces and their dependents in Japan. The U.S. military presence and its impact on Japanese residents have been a thorny issue over the years. 
News Item 2
Iraqi lawmakers are expected to vote on the security agreement by Wednesday, which will keep the US troops here until the end of 2011, the parliament’s speaker said yesterday. After hours of heated debate, speaker Mahmoud al Mashhadani announced that the vote is scheduled for Wednesday, and can be put forward provided parties in the parliament would reach an agreement on the pact. The long delayed agreement passed the Iraqi cabinet last week and went to the parliament for reviewing. The vote date was originally set for tomorrow. The security agreement will replace the UN mandate to grant US Military presence in Iraq legal status from 2009.  The US has agreed to pull troops out of Iraqi cities and towns by mid-2009 and leave Iraq by the end of 2011.  The Iraqi government wants the parliament to make the decision before lawmakers would set out for a pilgrimage trip to Mecca next week.
News Item 3
Honduran authorities dedicated to the protection of children and adolescents have undertaken a campaign to protect youngsters who beg on the streets. In the capital of Tegucigalpa alone, the effort has resulted in the rescue of 350 children, city officials say. The Honduran Institute of Childhood and Family, together with the police and the district attorney, carry out operations around the country to rescue the children and punish the parents. “Many children are used for begging,” said Nora Urbina, special prosecutor for children’s issues. “Many children are rented and that is precisely what we hope to punish, because Article 170 of the Juvenile Penal Code sets a penalty of up to six years in detention.” Those children who were rescued are taken to the Honduran Institute of Childhood and Family and then handed over to their parents with the promise that their rights will be protected. Parents who allow their children to be exploited in this way face, in addition to as many as six years in prison, the equivalent of a $ 500 fine.
News Item 4

A campaign is getting underway in Italy to take back large stretches of the country’s beaches from private bathing clubs, which usually charge to use them. This has been a summer of discontent because despite government efforts, an entire coastline has been monopolized by profiteering bathing clubs. Italy has some of Europe’s finest beaches, but they are often buried under a mountain of deckchairs and umbrellas. The government says the state owns the shoreline and swimming should be free.

News Item 5

The Northwest braced for blizzards Friday night. Icy roads created from storms this week paralyzed much of the greater Seattle, Washington area, where schools were closed and bus routes were suspended Friday as roads were too icy to navigate. Two charter buses carrying 80 people that collided and skidded off a road were pulled to safety. The buses crashed through a medal railing and hung precariously over interstate 5 for several hours before tow trucks pulled them back on the road. The snowfall closed the airport for several hours and cut into local business hours for retail shops during the busiest shopping season of the year.

News Item 6

Hundreds of emergency workers combed the site of a five-story apartment building in southern Ukraine Thursday after a series of explosions reduced it to rubble, authorities said. The blasts Wednesday night in the Black Sea resort town of Yevpatoria left at least 17 people are dead and 24 others missing, according to Igor Krol, a spokesman for the Ukraine’s Emergency Situations Ministry. 21 people have been rescued. “We are now investigating all possible reasons for the explosions,” Krol said. Volodymiyr Shandra, the Ukrainian Emergency Situations minister, told local media that oxygen canisters being stored in the basement of the building could have triggered the blasts. Television footage showed the rescuers trying to free people buried underneath fallen debris, while others scrabbled through wires, construction rods and boulders.

Questions 11 to 13 are based on the following passage.

Few people expect luxury while flying, but these days, even the basics seem to be in bad shape. It’s not uncommon to find your tray table broken, the in-flight entertainment system not working, and your seat cushion worn. All of these can make you think how old is this plane anyway. The reality for many US air travellers is that most of their journeys take place on planes that have been in service for a decade or more. The average age of the fleet of the seven large US passenger airlines is about fourteen years old according to the airline monitor. It found American and Delta/Northwest had the oldest fleets, at about sixteen years on average. As of the end of 2008, a small percentage of the merged Delta/Northwest’s planes dated back to the late 1960s. U.S. fleets are among the oldest in the world, said Richard Aboulafia, an aviation analyst, “I’m not really sure that people should read that much into that,” Aboulafia said. “From a safety standpoint, a lot of the older planes were built tougher and with proper maintenance, there’s no reason why a plane can’t stay safe for 25 to 30 years.” “It’s also important to remember that a plane may be 20 years old, but its engines and other major systems could have been recently manufactured or upgraded,” said Aboulafia. There’s less pressure on the airlines to upgrade the interior, unless it’s a safety issue or a redesign that will save money.
Questions 14 to 17 are based on the following passage.

Higher education isn’t for everyone, and people have a variety of paths to choose from once they graduate from high school. They might know from the start that they want to go straight to the professional world. If you’re in the market for a job that doesn’t require a degree but does come with a nice salary, here are a few jobs to consider. Assembly supervisors oversee workers who put together products by using power tools or other dangerous equipment. The annual salary is 59,926 dollars. At a construction site, assistant site managers report to the head site manager and plan, direct and coordinate the necessary tasks to complete that day’s activities. Salary, 86,584 dollars. An automobile service station manager draws up guidelines for gas stations and automotive repair shops and decides on hours of operation, assigns job duties and sets prices for services and products. Salary, 81,793 dollars. Carpenter supervisors oversee carpentry work on a specified project to ensure that workers are on schedule and executing plans accordingly. The supervisor also performs some of the carpentry duties if time permits. Salary, 70,565 dollars. Illustrators design fonts and images for a variety of media, from Web sites to print campaigns and video. They often work for advertisement agencies. Salary, 54,995 dollars.
Questions 18 to 20 are based on the following passage.

The police released the first video images yesterday of the two men believed to have been involved in robbing a jewelry shop in the city seven days ago. But the video pictures taken a week ago were not very clear. The camera which filmed the men was about 200 metres away from a parked lorry which the robbers later used as a getaway vehicle. The men were also filmed wearing hoods as they ran towards the lorry after the robbery. The pictures are timed at 9:05 a.m. last Saturday—just half an hour before the robbery occured. Witnesses have confirmed that at some time during this half-hour, they saw the two men, without hoods, leave the lorry separately. Despite the quality of the video, the police believe the robbers are distinct enough to be identified. The first suspect, who got out of the driver’s side of the lorry, was about five foot six inches tall and fat. He was wearing a grey jacket, with a hood, and dark trousers. The passenger was slimmer, and slightly taller, about five foot eight inches, and was wearing light-blue jeans and a white jacket with a hooded jogging top. According to the police, the lorry, stolen in the parking lot of the city mall last month, had been repainted from white to silver, and fitted with false registration plates.
SECTION C  NEWS BROADCAST

News Item 1

American astronauts will not return to the moon as planned if US Congress passes President Obama’s proposed budget. Obama’s budget—which aims to cut funding in certain areas while increasing money used to create jobs—would cancel NASA’s Constellation Program. The program had sought to send astronauts back to the moon by 2020. NASA’s program also intended to study the idea of establishing a moon colony. The program was set to follow the U.S. space agency’s shuttle missions, which are due to end in September. On its Web site, the White House Budget Office says the program to send astronauts to the moon is behind schedule, over budget and overall less important than other space investments. “Using a broad range of criteria, an independent review panel determined that even if fully funded, NASA’s program to repeat many of the achievements of the Apollo era, 50 years later, was the least attractive approach to space exploration as compared to potential alternatives.” the site says.

News Item 2

A Russian cargo ship with about 30 crew members aboard was in danger of sinking off Russia’s eastern coast while stormy weather interfered with rescue efforts, state-run Itar-Tass news agency said Friday. Ice had formed on the outside of the ship, and the crew was chipping it off. The crew sent out a distress signal, but there was no explanation of the problem. Because of the severe weather, aircraft can’t be used to rescue the crew. According to Itar-Tass, the vessel is about 90 miles from an oil rig where rescue vessels are based, while a tugboat dispatched from land was still about four times farther away. The cargo ship had been en route to a fishing area when it experienced problems, the news agency reported. The ship hauls fish from boats to ports.

News Item 3

Dozens of recording stars began converging on a Hollywood studio Monday to add their voices to a song they hope will raise millions of dollars for Haitian earthquake relief. The words and music are an updated version of “We Are the World”, a song that raised at least 30 million dollars for African humanitarian programs 25 years ago. Lionel Richie, who co-wrote the first song with Michael Jackson, is organizing the effort. The original producer, Quincy Jones, is using the same studio he used in 1985. Reporters and security surrounded Henson Studios, anticipating the arrival of limousines delivering the stars Monday afternoon for what is expected to be a marathon recording session. Smokey Robinson, who sang on the original, said the list of 100 singers asked to take part does not include any of the 45 stars from the previous version. Organizers have not said when the song might be ready for the world to hear.
News Item 4

AT&T plans to spend 18 billion dollars in 2010 upgrading its wireless networks to handle the increasing amount of new traffic. This is roughly $2 billion more than the company had invested in the previous year. Specifically, AT&T will add 2,000 new cell sites and upgrade existing cell sites with three times more fiber links than it had in 2009. This will increase capacity to connect the cell towers to AT&T’s main network. AT&T, which is the only wireless operator in the U.S. selling the iPhone, has been the target of much criticism over this past year, as many iPhone subscribers, particularly in densely populated urban areas, have complained about dropped calls, slow Internet access, and poor service. Some critics claim the company has not been spending enough on network upgrades to keep up with growing demand. At&T has acknowledged that it has faced some difficulties, particularly in big cities. But the company is closing the gap.
News Item 5

An Olympic security plan five years in the making is taking shape in Vancouver this week.The Canadian Police is heading up the $900 million security operation, the largest in Canada’s history. It will involve 15,000 police, private security and military personnel. The Winter Olympics will take place from February 12 to 28 in 2010 in Vancouver. Political protests may pose the biggest threat to the games. The threat of a terrorist attack is rated as low. But, the memory of the 1972 Munich Olympics has not gone away. That year, a terrorists group attacked the athletes’ village, eventually killing 11 Israeli athletes and coaches. It is no coincidence that in Vancouver security patrols are particularly evident around the low-rise apartment buildings where the athletes will be housed. In downtown Vancouver, some roads are already closed, and rings of security fencing surround some key venues. Perched on top of the fencing is a network of 900 surveillance cameras to detect intrusions.
